It was about seven cows and 
stalks of grain.  Pharaoh didn’t understand what the 
dream meant, but Joseph did! Joseph told Pharaoh 
that the dreams were from God.  They meant that 
Pharaoh needed to save lots and lots of grain, 
because his people were going to be hungry and 
need it later.

Pharaoh was so happy to know what the dream 
meant, that he gave Joseph a very important job. 
He put Joseph in charge of all of Egypt.

Years later, the dream came true.  People were 
hungry and didn’t have any food, so they traveled 
from all over to get grain from Joseph.
